Conference Background

As energy demand the continue to grow, conventional oil and gas inevitably shift to unconventional oil and gas. Many countries attach great importance to the development and utilization of unconventional oil and gas resources like oil sands, tight gas, coal bed methane, shale gas. As for the situation in the United States, shale gas already realize large-scale developmenat, greatly changed world's energy field.
China has abundant shale gas reserves. In March 2012, studies from the Ministry of Land and Resources indicated, China’s inland shale gas geological resource potential reach 134.42 trillion cubic meters, of which recoverable resource potential is 25.08 trillion cubic meters (not including Qinghai-Tibet Area). At the same time, the Chinese government also introduced a series of policies to support the development of shale gas. By the end of December 2011, the State Council approved shale gas as 172th independent mineral source. In March 2012, National Energy Administration  released Shale Gas Development Plan (2011-2015), indicated to construct 19 shale gas exploration and development areas in the country.. In September 2012, the Ministry of Land and Resources held second round shale gas exploration rights tender, a total of 20 blocks, with a total area of 20002 square kilometers.
China shale gas industry is still in its infancy. As the government intend to gradually relax the market access, in the first round of shale gas open bidding, for non-oil / gas enterprises, how to participate? How to find right partners to integrate industry chain resources? How to manage the risk of investment in oil and gas development. All these issues will become the focus of the industry. Therefore, China Energy Net organized "2012 unconventional oil and gas partner Summit", theme as "participation • cooperation • Benefit", to invite relevant governments leaders, senior experts, enterprises participated in the second round of bidding to join the meeting. We will try our best to build an effective communication platform for participants and to promote the healthy and orderly development of China's shale gas industry.
